Elders:

We are working right now on putting together an acceptable budget for the upcoming fiscal year. We will be sharing with
you soon what the budget will entail. In our discussions, however, particularly in evaluating this past year, it has become
very apparent that God has proved once again to be Jehovah Jireh (God our provider). As we reviewed the last year, we
were reminded of all the events, supplies, improvements, and completed projects that God provided for outside of our
budgeted allowances.

Children’s church:
As Teresa and | have set about to serve our children in Children’s church, | have had one major goal in mind. That is to
make sure our children know that they are important, loved, and cherished by CFW. In doing this, we also try to teach
some Biblical principles through Bible Memory, singing songs about the Bible and God, and sometimes in the use of a chil-
dren’s video. We focus on high levels of student involvement through communicating their thoughts in prayer, using active
motions with our songs, and often in a simple sharing time as well. In short, we do our best to love the kids, encourage the
kids, and make their Sunday enjoyable and important to them. Keep us and them in your prayers.

Summer camp:
At the “Potato Feed” we raised almost $650 for camp scholarships. Dividing that amount by the number of kids working,
that provided $45 for each student toward camp. We also had one student come down to the church and fill potholes in
the driveway and more students come and pull weeds in our flowerbeds to earn some more. In all, we have at least 18
students connected with our church who are going to Trout Creek Bible Camp this summer. Of those students, 11 have
received partial scholarship help, and 3 are receiving full scholarships. Thank you all, very much for participating in the
